Multiple  ·  Múltiplo
What you get when you multiply a number by 1, 2, 3, and so on.
Multiples of 4: 4, 8, 12, 16, 20 — found by multiplying 4 × 1, 4 × 2, 4 × 3, ...
Least common multiple  ·  Mínimo común múltiplo
The smallest number that two or more numbers both go into.
Multiples of 4: 4, 8, 12, 16, 20, 24. Multiples of 6: 6, 12, 18, 24. First match: 12 → LCM = 12
Common multiple  ·  Múltiplo común
A number that two or more numbers both go into.
12, 24, and 36 are all common multiples of both 3 and 4
Skip counting  ·  Conteo salteado
Counting by a number, like 2, 4, 6, to list its multiples.
Skip count by 6: 6, 12, 18, 24, 30 — each jump adds 6
Prime factorization  ·  Factorización prima
Writing a number as prime numbers multiplied together. It helps you find the LCM.
4 = 2 × 2, 6 = 2 × 3. LCM uses the highest power of each prime: 2² × 3 = 12

Answer Key & Teacher Guide
Try It 1: A. 14  — Since 2 and 7 share no common factors (they are relatively prime), LCM = 2 × 7 = 14.
Try It 2: A. 9:00 AM (60 minutes later)  — LCM(15, 20) = 60 minutes. Both buses return together 60 minutes after 8:00 AM, at 9:00 AM.
Exit Ticket: A. 36  — Multiples of 9: 9, 18, 27, 36, ... Multiples of 12: 12, 24, 36, ... The smallest common multiple is 36.
Writing (TWR) — what to look for
Kernel sentence: a complete sentence needs a subject and a verb. Example: Multiple is what you get when you multiply a number by 1, 2, 3, and so on.
Expansion: because = reason, but = contrast/exception, so = result. Answers vary; each must keep the kernel idea.
Sentence types: statement ends with a period, question with ?, exclamation with !, and a command starts with an action verb.
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
