Key Words
Decimal (Decimal) — A number that uses a decimal point to show a value between whole numbers
Place value (Valor posicional) — The value of a digit based on its position in a number
Tenths (Décimas) — The first place to the right of the decimal point, representing parts out of 10
Hundredths (Centésimas) — The second place to the right of the decimal point, representing parts out of 100
Annex zeros (Agregar ceros) — Adding zeros to the end of a decimal to give numbers the same number of decimal places
