The number you split by in a division problem.
In 8.4 ÷ 2.1 = 4, the divisor is 2.1 — it is the size of each group
Quotient  ·  Cociente
The answer when you divide.
In 8.4 ÷ 2.1 = 4, the quotient is 4 — there are 4 groups
Decimal division  ·  División decimal
Dividing with decimals. First make the number you divide by a whole number.
8.4 ÷ 2.1 → multiply both by 10 → 84 ÷ 21 = 4
Equivalent division  ·  División equivalente
Multiplying both numbers by 10 or 100 gives the same answer.
7.56 ÷ 0.12 = 756 ÷ 12 = 63 (both multiplied by 100)

Try It 1: A. 12  — Multiply both by 10: 156 ÷ 13 = 12.
Try It 2: A. 7 pieces  — 16.8 ÷ 2.4: multiply both by 10 → 168 ÷ 24 = 7 pieces.
Exit Ticket: A. 24  — Multiply both by 10: 192 ÷ 8 = 24.
Writing (TWR) — what to look for
Kernel sentence: a complete sentence needs a subject and a verb. Example: Decimal division is dividing with decimals. First make the number you divide by a whole number.
Expansion: because = reason, but = contrast/exception, so = result. Answers vary; each must keep the kernel idea.
Sentence types: statement ends with a period, question with ?, exclamation with !, and a command starts with an action verb.
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
