Key Words
Whole Number (Número entero) — A number without fractions or decimals (0, 1, 2, 3, ...)
Fraction (Fracción) — A number that represents part of a whole, written as numerator over denominator
Reciprocal (Recíproco) — A fraction flipped — the numerator and denominator switch
Keep, Change, Flip (Mantener, cambiar, invertir) — A strategy for dividing fractions: keep the first number, change ÷ to ×, flip the second fraction
Quotient (Cociente) — The result of a division problem

     6 ÷ 1/3 = 6 × 3/1 = 18. There are 18 thirds in 6 wholes.
