Simplify (Simplificar) — To write a fraction in its lowest terms by dividing numerator and denominator by their GCF

1. A. 5/3
     To find the reciprocal, flip the fraction. The reciprocal of 3/5 is 5/3.
2. A. 2
     1/2 ÷ 1/4 = 1/2 × 4/1 = 4/2 = 2. Two 1/4-size pieces fit into 1/2.
3. Divide each pair of fractions using Keep, Change, Flip.
     1/2 ÷ 1/6 → 3
     3/4 ÷ 1/4 → 3
     2/3 ÷ 1/3 → 2
     5/8 ÷ 1/4 → 2 1/2

4. Matches:
     4/5 ÷ 2/5 → 2
     3/4 ÷ 3/8 → 2
     5/6 ÷ 1/3 → 2 1/2

     2/3 ÷ 1/6 = 2/3 × 6/1 = 12/3 = 4 scoops.

     (2/3) × (9/4) = 18/12 = 3/2.
8. A. 2
     (5/6) × (12/5) = 60/30 = 2.
9. A. 7/2
     (7/8) × (4/1) = 28/8 = 7/2.
