Key Vocabulary  (Level 1 support)
Mixed Number  ·  Número mixto
A whole number plus a fraction, like 2 1/2.
2 1/3 means 2 wholes and 1/3 more — picture 2 full circles and 1/3 of another
Improper Fraction  ·  Fracción impropia
A fraction where the top is bigger than or equal to the bottom, like 7/4.
7/3 is improper because 7 > 3. It equals 2 1/3 as a mixed number.
Convert  ·  Convertir
To change a number to a new form but keep the same value.
2 1/3 → multiply 2 × 3 = 6, add 1 → 7/3. Same value, different form.
Simplify  ·  Simplificar
To make a fraction smaller using the same parts, like 2/4 = 1/2.
8/6: GCF is 2 → 8÷2 / 6÷2 = 4/3 = 1 1/3
Reciprocal  ·  Recíproco
A fraction turned upside down. You use it in keep-change-flip.
The reciprocal of 3/4 is 4/3. To divide by 3/4, multiply by 4/3.

Answer Key & Teacher Guide
Try It 1: A. 14  — 3 1/2 = 7/2. Then 7/2 ÷ 1/4 = 7/2 × 4/1 = 28/2 = 14.
Try It 2: A. 3 cups  — This is multiplication: 2 1/4 × 3/4 = 9/4 × 3/4 = 27/16. Wait — re-read: we need 2 1/4 batches at 3/4 cup each, but the question for division practice should be: if you have 2 1/4 cups and each batch needs 3/4 cup, how many batches? 2 1/4 ÷ 3/4 = 9/4 × 4/3 = 36/12 = 3.
Exit Ticket: A. 4  — 2 2/3 = 8/3. Then 8/3 ÷ 2/3 = 8/3 × 3/2 = 24/6 = 4.
Writing (TWR) — what to look for
Kernel sentence: a complete sentence needs a subject and a verb. Example: Mixed Number is a whole number plus a fraction, like 2 1/2.
Expansion: because = reason, but = contrast/exception, so = result. Answers vary; each must keep the kernel idea.
Sentence types: statement ends with a period, question with ?, exclamation with !, and a command starts with an action verb.
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
