Key Words
Ratio (Razón) — A comparison of two quantities by division
Equivalent ratios (Razones equivalentes) — Two ratios that name the same comparison when simplified
Rate (Tasa) — A ratio that compares two quantities with different units
Proportion (Proporción) — An equation that shows two ratios are equivalent
Simplify (Simplificar) — To divide both parts of a ratio by their GCF to find the simplest form

Answer Key (Teacher)
1. A. 4:10
     Multiply both parts by 2: 2×2 = 4 and 5×2 = 10, so 4:10 is equivalent to 2:5.
2. A. 2:3
     Divide both by 2: 4÷2 = 2 and 6÷2 = 3. The ratio 2:3 is equivalent to 4:6.
3. Correct groups:
     6:8 → Equivalent to 3:4
     9:12 → Equivalent to 3:4
     15:20 → Equivalent to 3:4
     3:5 → NOT Equivalent to 3:4
     4:3 → NOT Equivalent to 3:4
     6:12 → NOT Equivalent to 3:4

4. A. $120
     Unit rate: $45 ÷ 3 = $15/hour. In 8 hours: $15 × 8 = $120.
5. Find the missing value that makes each pair of ratios equivalent.
     3:7 — Missing Value: 21
     5:8 — Missing Value: 15
     4:6 — Missing Value: 2

6. A. 9:12
     Multiply both parts of 3:4 by 3 to get 9:12.
7. A. 4:9
     4:9 is not 2:5 doubled (that would be 4:10). The others all reduce to 2:5.
8. A. 2:3
     12:18 divides by 6 to give 2:3.
9. A. 9
     15 white is 3 times 5, so blue is 3 times 3 = 9.
