Try It 1: A. 36 tickets  — 15% of 240 = 0.15 × 240 = 36 tickets saved.
Try It 2: A. 80%  — 72 ÷ 90 = 0.80 = 80%.
Exit Ticket: A. 162  — 45% = 0.45. Multiply: 0.45 × 360 = 162.
Writing (TWR) — what to look for
Kernel sentence: a complete sentence needs a subject and a verb. Example: Percent is a way to compare a number to 100, shown with the % sign.
Expansion: because = reason, but = contrast/exception, so = result. Answers vary; each must keep the kernel idea.
Sentence types: statement ends with a period, question with ?, exclamation with !, and a command starts with an action verb.
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
