Key Words
Mean (Media) — The sum of all values divided by the number of values (average)
Median (Mediana) — The middle value when data is ordered from least to greatest
Mode (Moda) — The value that appears most often in a data set
Outlier (Valor atípico) — A data value that is much greater or less than most other values
Data distribution (Distribución de datos) — The shape and spread of a data set
Variability (Variabilidad) — How spread out the values in a data set are

     With 6 values, the median is the average of the 3rd and 4th values: (6 + 8) ÷ 2 = 7.
6. A. 8
     Sum = 40; 40 ÷ 5 = 8.
7. A. 9
     The middle value of five ordered numbers is the third one: 9.
8. A. 5
     5 appears most often (three times).
9. A. 9
     With four values, average the middle two: (8 + 10) ÷ 2 = 9.
