Key Vocabulary  (Level 1 support)
Integer  ·  Número entero
A whole number that can be positive, negative, or zero.
... -3, -2, -1, 0, 1, 2, 3 ... shown on a number line with 0 in the center
Positive  ·  Positivo
A number bigger than zero, to the right of zero on a number line.
+5 means 5 above zero, like 5 floors above ground level
Negative  ·  Negativo
A number smaller than zero, to the left of zero on a number line.
-3 means 3 below zero, like 3 floors underground
Absolute value  ·  Valor absoluto
How far a number is from zero. It is never negative.
|-5| = 5 and |5| = 5 — both are 5 units from 0
Opposite  ·  Opuesto
Two numbers the same distance from zero, on opposite sides, like 3 and -3.
3 and -3 are opposites — both are 3 units from 0

Answer Key & Teacher Guide
Try It 1: A. 0  — Zero is 0 units from itself on the number line, so |0| = 0.
Try It 2: A. |-4| = |4| because both are 4 units from zero  — Absolute value measures distance from zero. Both -4 and 4 are 4 units from zero, so |-4| = |4| = 4.
Exit Ticket: B. -8  — To the left of zero means negative. The integer -8 has an absolute value of 8 because it is 8 units from zero.
Writing (TWR) — what to look for
Kernel sentence: a complete sentence needs a subject and a verb. Example: Integer is a whole number that can be positive, negative, or zero.
Expansion: because = reason, but = contrast/exception, so = result. Answers vary; each must keep the kernel idea.
Sentence types: statement ends with a period, question with ?, exclamation with !, and a command starts with an action verb.
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
